Founded in 1872 by Hermann Eule, Hermann Eule Orgelbau Bautzen GmbH is 
a family enterprise that has been engaged in the art of organ building for four 
generations. 

With its 40 employees, many of whom trained in their profession in this very 
company and many of whom frequently have been on the staff for more than 
40 years, Herman Eule Orgelbau is considered to be one of the biggest organ 
builders in Germany. Experienced specialists in design, tuning, and the construc-
tion of pipes, soundboards, consoles, cases, and ventilation systems ñ combined 
with experts in restoration ñ allow the company to participate in all areas of 
organ construction from the restoration of instruments using historical standards 
to the construction of new organs with various acoustical properties. Per long-
standing Eule traditions, the workshop produces almost all the instrument parts 
itself. Short mechanical action, direct and easy playability, simple design and 
good accessibility are the most important criteria for the organõs engineering 
decisions ñ and at the same time the òtrademarkó of an Eule organ builder. 

Eule Orgelbau attaches equal signiþcance to the restoration of old instru-
ments and the construction of new ones. As a result, careful study of the old 
masters exerts a fruitful inÿuence on the construction of new instruments, 
which is evident not in a literal copy, but in the development of a synthesis that 
enriches the engineering decisions, the sound, and the esthetics of the organs.

Eule Bautzen organs are arousing ever-growing interest in Germany and 
abroad, thanks to which Eule organ builders have been entrusted with carrying 
out the following signiþcant construction and restoration projects:

•	 2007, St. Petersburg (Russia), Capella, restoration and partial reconstruction 
of the 1891 Walcker organ, III+P/57

•	 2008, Stºrmthal (Germany), restoration of the 1723 Hildebrandt organ, U+P/14

 In the next few years, the company is due to carry out several large-scale 
projects; some of the notable ones are: construction of a new organ in the Mer-
katorhalle concert hall in Duisburg, Germany; the Mozarteum concert organ in 
Salzburg, Austria; and the Municipal Church organ in Bad Hersfeld, Germany. The 
workshop is also engaged in the restoration of the historic organ in Borgentre-
ich ñ one of the greatest Baroque organs in Germany. Moreover, Eule is a reliable 
partner in the regular maintenance and tuning of dozens of organs in Germany, 
right down to minor and urgent repairs.
